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Arts Award Qualification

Year 7 pupils continued their work towards attaining their
Bronze Arts Award qualification. The award forms part of
the Year 7 curriculum and gives pupils the opportunity to
explore a number of creative mediums.

This year, pupils had the opportunity to partake in a wide
range of activities including African drumming, street
dancing, bracelet making, African Dancing, animation and
photography.

After taking part in their chosen activity, pupils were
required to review and evaluate their experience, as well as
take part in a“skill share” where they were asked to show
and demonstrate their new skills to fellow pupils.

These workshops follow on from an experience earlier this
year, when pupils were invited to watch a performance

of Alice in Wonderland as part of their qualification to
experience the different artistic mediums.
